MEET REPORT - 11.01.2012

Dr. Ramesh Chaughule, our Guest speaker has worked in
Tata Institute of Fundamental Research and presently is an
Adjunct Professor at Ramnarayan Ruia College and Research
Dvision, Gogate Jogalekar College at Ratnagiri. Dr.
Chaughule's current area of research interest is Nano Science
& Technology.

Dr. Chaughule spoke on the topic "Recent Advances in Nano
Science & Technology" particularly as it is applied to Bio-
sciences, including medicines. He started with a brief
introduction of TIFR, where he spent many years.

As far as Nano is concerned, Dr. Chaughule said that way
back 2000 years ago, Greeks and Romans dyed their hair
using nano Sulfide crystals. About 1000 years ago, gold nano
particles were used for giving colours to glass windows. What
is Nano-scale ? Earth is 10 million times bigger than football

and nano-particles is 100 million times smaller than football
! Or our hair diameter is 80 times bigger than nano particle.

Quoting Nobel Laureate Richard Faynman "there is plenty
of room at the Bottom". Dr. Chaughule talked about various
special effects of nano scales. Nano scale brings high
strength to weight ratio, high surface area, high conductivity,
etc. which lead to such novel and important applications as
bio-sensors, bearer materials, toughening additives, drug
delivery, etc. He dwelt at some length on nano-particles used
as drug carriers for cancerous cells.

The future applications of nano-technology include solar or
fuel cells, batteries, information technology for more powerful
computing, imaging, Diagnostics, consumer goods, etc. A
common DVD today can store one movie but in future with

Nano technology's help , may be one million movies can be
saved ! Or a tire may last several years more than today or
using carbon nano-tubes, which can handle 1000 times more
electric current than copper used today. Other usage include
nano-composites, neutraceuticals, packaging, encapsulation,
luminescence for detection of bacteria, sensors, as growth
promoters for plants, etc.

Dr. Chaughule made a rather difficult subject not only easy
to understand and follow but made it very interesting and
attractive by some real "arty" pictures. He was introduced by
Rtn. Sanjiv Lathia and vote of thanks was proposed by Rtn.
Dr. Prakash Trivedi.

ROTARY AWARENESS

Do your friends and co-workers know that you're a Rotarian?
Do you tell acquaintances about your club's good works in
the community or internationally?

Did you know that talking about your involvement in Rotary
could significantly enhance the organization's image and boost
public awareness? It's up to every Rotarian to tell the world
what Rotary is and does.

According to a public image survey commissioned by Rotary
International in 2010, people are much more likely to know
about Rotary and perceive it positively as a charitable
organization if they personally know a Rotarian. The finding is
just one of many that could shape how clubs and districts
promote Rotary in their communities.

Rl commissioned the survey of 1,000 individuals in each of

six countries -- Argentina, Australia, Germany, Japan, South
Africa, and the United States -- to gauge the general public's
awareness and perception of the organization. The results
are consistent with those of a similar survey conducted in
2006: While respondents had heard of Rotary, they did not
know much about what it does.

Building familiarity is not easy, says Pauline Leung, Rotary
public image general coordinator. "Sometimes Rotarians are
doing too many things and can get people confused about
Rotary. We must have consistency when promoting the image
of Rotary. Rotarians should receive training so they can clearly
express our position, our vision, our values, and our areas of
focus."

Public perception and giving

The public's view of Rotarians differs somewhat from how
Rotarians see themselves. More than 65 percent of
respondents viewed Rotarians as charitable, respected, and
caring. But only 26 percent selected the attribute women
to describe Rotary, while more than 50 percent associated
the organization with men. In other questions, more
respondents said they associated club membership with
men than with women. The survey concluded that Rotary is
still being seen as a male-dominated organization. Work
needs to be directed toward communicating opportunities
for women to join.

Interest in contributing time or money to a Rotary club varied
by nation. Interest was highest in South Africa, at 49 percent,
and lowest in Japan, at 10 percent. The survey report
concluded that because interest in contributing money varies
by nation, Rotarians need to tailor marketing efforts to reflect
local club initiatives.

The public's interest in joining a Rotary club is low. Among
the countries surveyed, an average of only 16 percent of
respondents said they would be likely to join a local Rotary
club. More than 59 percent said they would be unlikely to
join. In the United States, women were half as likely as men to
report interest in joining.
